Reference: Italian Administration Trustsheep in Somalia (1950-1960).

On the 11th of May 2005 we have sent you this letter written in Italian.

We are half Italian and half Somali with Italian citizenship, we are over five hundred people and our history is linked at Italian presence during the Italian administration trust started on January 1950 and finished on the July 1960.

Is about forty years we reside in Italy with social marginalities condition and poorness owing to these causes such us;

a) Lack of legislation protection.

b) Competition of houses and jobs with substantial disadvantage, with Italians groups economically and politically stronger then us.

c) The difference of culture makes Italy an incompatible country under many aspects towards our country of origin.

In the commencement of such situation there were links of some history event;

a) Directly breach of treaty that made the end of Italian trusting administration in Somalia.

b) Indirectly Italians permanence in Somalia even in the period of the warrant legal trust entrusted by U.N. and the way they were using that legal-trust system in a fascist roots of the previous colonised government.

We particularly blame the second reason that made Italian authority toward local government inadequate to manage the problems followed by serious actions and consequences which came true to harm Somali people; they were violated and discriminated because of the use of racial law. Italians were in open contrast with the warrant entrusted by U.N. to Italy in 1950. The disposition of the statute in the territories of administration trust awarded to Italy didn’t come across to solve their duty such as; protection of local culture and protection of the population against abuse. 

These are two clauses we attribute to Italy; violation of the Art. 73 paragraph A&B and the Art.76 paragraph B, C, D. 

In the first ’60 followed Somali independence, Somali people were adopted a hostile attitude towards Italian especially towards their progenies because in their point of view we were children of raped Somali young women abandoned afterward by Italians.

At the end of the administration trust, Italians tried to hash all up, living the dilemma of mixed race children to their consular.

With the Vatican help through Vicar’s we have been brought up in various boarding schools scattered in main cities of Somalia.

This happened in 1961-1967 but in the way they contrived the plan, was totally lack of protection and there were no under age rights, our fate were in the hands of a bunch of ruthless and cruel nuns and priests. 

Almost three hundred and fifty of us were “Apolide” which means “Stateless” without a power of native land.

Most of them were sent in Italy in a like slavery condition, they were brought in certain places called “First welcome structure” inadequate for youngest to develop. Other arrangements were made in establishments called youth correction unsuitable to hospitalize children. 

Some of these ill-fated, came out from such situation after several years and they were signed for the rest of their life, some of them have got mental ill problems and there are some cases of alcoholism and suicide. 

In the first ’90 Italian-Somali community were further worsen for many reasons;

The outbreaks of civil war in Somalia and in particular for the deep families mourning and the damage of properties undergone during the war, added afterwards at the new integration problem of the Italian Society. Lately, Italy became a country of plentiful of immigrants.

In 1994 we started to entertain a relation with the tenth office district of the political transaction of foreign minister, unfortunately with very modest result under the institutional profile.

Among our initiative to obtain from Italian institution, protection and support, we have contacted two parliamentary members to deal with the foreign minister, and that happened respectively in Nov_2001 ( n. 5-00415) and in Feb_2002 (n. 5-00675) we asked to put in context and disclose the problems of the mixed race born during the administration trust and our community which both are connected with historical and social dimension regarding to the past because these dilemmas are directly lead ( we repeat) at the destitution which made the end of Italian admistration trust in Somalia, but from that result there were totally lack of legislative issues to negotiate or to come across to our community problems. 

Until today, although we have made decade of petitions addressed to Italian institution and government, no measure were adopted to protect us and no further investigation of the problems were carried out, therefore;

We request

That the trusteeship Council, qualified organization in charge for the territories of the administration trust, should carry out an known investigation of the administration trust relapsed in Somalia and for the children born in that period.

Since you see the exposure of this letter a serious shortcoming stands out about the enforcement statute regarding the occupied territories from Italy, which at the time was the administrator nation, for the damage they procured to us and our families of origin and for our present careless social state of our community.

If you could kindly comply with this request we should be very grateful to you and take this opportunity of thanking you in advance for your attention to the subject.

Furthermore we are available to supply information, documents, meeting and proposals, and above all we will appreciate if you can summon us in merit of this matter.
